Over time, the Observatory has demonstrated its
effectiveness by organizing several events aimed at
raising the level of awareness among the population
of the importance of enforcing intellectual property
rights, by carrying out multiple training activities in-
tended especially for representatives of the authori-
ties responsible for the enforcement of intellectual
property rights (IPRs), by analyzing and taking over
the best practices in the field of increasing respect for
intellectual property, etc.

Annually, the Observatory collects data and informa-
tion on the enforcement of intellectual property rights
in the Republic of Moldova.

motion of Intellectual Property Rights Protection
Concepts, Cooperation with Other Organizations/
Rightholders and the WTO Notification on the Imple-
mentation of the TRIPs Agreement.

The Observatory's report for the year 2022 highlights
the fact that, despite the difficulties arising from the
situat-ion in the region and the global economic cont-
ext, the authorities responsible for the protection of
intellectual property rights continued to carry out
activities aimed at increasing the degree of public
awareness on the importance of enforcing IP rights.

Among the results of the activity of the Observatory
on EIPR in 2022, we mention:

- Launch of the National Report on the Enforcement
of Intellectual Property Rights in the Republic of Mol-
dova for the year 2021, developed by AGEPI with the
informational support of the public authorities of
the Republic of Moldova responsible for the enforce-
ment of IP rights, namely: Customs Service, Ministry
of Internal Affairs, Agency for Consumer Protection
and Market Surveillance, Prosecutor General’s Office,
Agency for Courts tAdministration and Competition
Council. The National Report can be accessed online
at: https://observatorpi.md/assets/files/raport/ra-
port_national_2021.pdf;

- Signing, on October 19, 2022, of the Interinstitu-
tional Order on the Activity of the Observatory on
Enforcement of Intellectual Property Rights. The
document was approved and signed by the adminis-
tration of the public authorities responsible for the en-
forcement of intellectual property rights in the Repu-
blic of Moldova, namely: State Agency on Intellectual
Property, General Police Inspectorate of the Ministry of
Internal Affairs, Customs Service, Prosecutor General’s

Office, Agency for Courts Administration, State Inspec-
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de Stat pentru Supravegherea Produselor Nealimentare si
Protectia Consumatorilor si Consiliul Concurentei;

-Organizarea, la 14 decembrie 2022, a uneisedinte, informat
extins, a Observatorului cu participarea reprezentantilor
tuturor institutiilor implicate in activitatea Observatorului
(Agentia de Stat pentru Propeietatea Intelectuald, Procura-
tura Generald, Ministerul Afacerilor Interne, Serviciul Vamal,
Agentia pentru Administrarea Instantelor Judecatoresti,
Consiliul Concurentei si Agentia pentru Protectia Consuma-
torului si Supravegherea Pietei). Discutiile au fost axate pe
masurile de eficientizare a comunicarii interinstitutionale,
imbunatatirea Sistemului informational in domeniul
protectiei obiectelor de proprietate intelectuala, precum
si pe planul de actiuni al Observatorului RDPI pentru anul
2023. Totodata, participantii au pus in discutie si subiectul
legat de competentele autoritdtilor de constatare si exami-
nare a contraventiilor in domeniul proprietatii intelectuale.

De asemenea, autoritdtile au continuat sa coopereze cu
organizatii internationale si cu titularii de drepturi pentru
a identifica cele mai bune practici si pentru a colabora in
vederea protejarii drepturilor de proprietate intelectuala.

In ceea ce priveste activitatea organelor de drept, ra-
portul mentioneaza ca acestea au efectuat o serie de
actiuni de control si verificare in vederea depistarii si
sanctionarii infractiunilor legate de incalcarea dreptu-
rilor de proprietate intelectuala, cum ar fi confiscarea si
distrugerea de produse contrafacute si piratate.

Raportul privind respectarea drepturilor de proprietate in-
telectuala in Republica Moldova pentru anul 2022 cuprinde

torate for Supervision of Non-Food Products and Con-
sumer Protection and Competition Council;

- Organization, on December 14, 2022, of a meeting, in ex-
tended format, of the Observatory with the participation of
representatives of all the institutions involved in the activity
of the Observatory (State Agency on Intellectual Property,
Prosecutor General's Office, Ministry of Internal Affairs, Cus-
toms Service, Agency for Courts Administration, Competi-
tion Council and Agency for Consumer Protection and Mar-
ket Surveillance). The discussions were focused on the mea-
sures to make interinstitutional communication more effici-
ent, the improvement of the Information System in the field
of protection of intellectual property objects, as well as on
the action plan of the Observatory on EIPR for 2023. At the
same time, the participants also brought into discussion the
topic related to the authorities' competences of finding and
examining intellectual property-related contraventions.

The authorities also continued to cooperate with in-
ternational organizations and rightholders to identify
best practices and to co-operate in order to protect
intellectual property rights.

Regarding the activity of law-enforcement bodies,
the report mentions that they carried out a series of
control and verification actions in order to detect and
sanction offences related to the infringement of intel-
lectual property rights, such as confiscation and des-
truction of counterfeit and pirated products.

The Report on the Enforcement of Intellectual Proper-
ty Rights for the year 2022 covers the most important
data related to the actions taken by the public author-
ities of the Republic of Moldova in order to increase
the degree of public awareness on the risks that the
counterfeiting and piracy phenomena entail, as well
as a series of relevant statistical data on the activity of
law-enforcement bodies in the fight against infringe-
ment of intellectual property rights.

Masurile in vederea protectiei proprietatii intelectuale sunt
aplicate in stricta conformitate cu cadrul normativ de regle-
mentare existent, si anume: Capitolul Xl din Codul vamal
al Republicii Moldova, Regulamentul privind asigurarea
respectarii drepturilor de proprietate intelectuala de ca-
tre organele vamale, aprobat prin Hotararea Guvernului
nr.915/2016, Acordul privind aspectele drepturilor de pro-
prietate intelectuald legate de comert (Acordul TRIPs) si Or-
dinul Serviciului Vamal nr.277-O din 01.09.2022 Cu privire la
unele aspecte referitor la protectia proprietatii intelectuale.

La baza actiunilor intreprinse de catre Serviciul protectia
proprietatii intelectuale au stat obiectivele stabilite in
planul de actiuni al Guvernului Republicii Moldova,
Ministerului Finantelor, Serviciului Vamal si Directiei
investigare fraude vamale.

Astfel, Serviciul protectia proprietatii intelectuale, in peri-
oada anului 2022 a realizat urmatoarele masuri de baza:

« a primit in examinare 142 de cereri de interventie a orga-
nului vamal in vederea asigurarii respectarii drepturilor de
proprietate intelectuala (in 135 de cazuri pentru marci, in 4
cazuri pentru desene/modele industriale, in 2 cazuri pentru

The Intellectual Property Protection Service within the
Customs Service, in its capacity as a specialized subdi-
vision at central level, with a staff of three customs offi-
cials, in cooperation with the subdivisions of the cus-
toms authority at the operational level, as well as with
the direct support of the rightholders of protected in-
tellectual property objects, ensures the enforcement of
intellectual property rights at the border.

The intellectual property protection measures are applied
in strict accordance with the existing regulatory frame-
work, namely: Chapter Xl of the Customs Code of the
Republic of Moldova, Regulation on Enforcement of In-
tellectual Property Rights by Customs Authorities, ap-
proved by Government Decision No. 915 /2016, Agreem-
ent on Trade-Related Aspects of Intellectual Property
Rights (TRIPs Agreement) and Order of the Customs
Service No. 277-0 of 01.09.2022 on Certain Aspects of
Intellectual Property Protection.

The actions taken by the Intellectual Property Protection
Service were based on the goals established in the action
plan of the Government of the Republic of Moldova, the
Ministry of Finance, the Customs Service and the Customs
Fraud Investigation Department.

Thus, the Intellectual Property Protection Service, during
2022, carried out the following basic measures:

- received in examination 142 applications for customs
action in order to enforce intellectual property rights
(in 135 cases for trademarks, in 4 cases for industrial
designs, in 2 cases for copyright and in one case for ap-

In order to face the challenges in the field, MIA estab-
lished, within the National Investigation Inspectorate
of GPI, a subdivision specialized in combating offences
against intellectual property, which places emphasis
on the organization and carrying out of actions to pre-
vent, detect and document IPR infringement-related
offences, actions aimed at protecting natural and legal
persons against economic activities that could damage
intellectual property rights and, at the same time, ge-
nerate increased risks for potential consumers of coun-
terfeit products.

In accordance with the legal provisions, the prosecu-
tion procedure in case of infringement of an IP right on
the internal market can be initiated both by the right-
holder, by lodging a notification, and ex-officio, with
the subsequent lodging of the notification.

rea sau examinarea cazurilor de infractiune impotriva drep-
tului de proprietate intelectuala si alte drepturi conexe.

I. Segmentul urmaririi penale

Conform informatiei prezentate de catre procuraturile
teritoriale si specializate, in anul 2022, sesizarile privind
incalcarea drepturilor de proprietate intelectuala si a ce-
lor conexe au fost examinate doar de catre Procuratura
pentru Combaterea Criminalitatii Organizate si Cauze
Speciale.

In accordance with the Order of the Acting Prosecutor Ge-
neral No. 67/3 of 01.08.2022, on the monitoring and coor-
dination of prosecutors’activity in the field of investigation
and trial of criminal cases on infringement of intellectual
property rights and other related rights, the presented sta-
tistical data were subjected to analysis by the territorial and
specialized prosecutor’s offices, for the period of 2022, on
notifications, criminal proceedings, criminal cases, proce-
dural documents, materials and other data related to the
investigation or examination of criminal cases on intellec-
tual property rights and other related rights.

I. Criminal Prosecution Segment

According to the information presented by the ter-
ritorial and specialized prosecutor’s offices, in 2022,
notifications on infringement of intellectual pro-
perty rights and related ones were examined only
by the Prosecutor’s Office for Combating Organized
Crime and Special Cases.

Thus, during the period in question, 2 notifica-
tions lodged by the holders of intellectual property
rights were examined, on the basis of which 2 crimi-
nal cases were initiated:

1) Criminal case No. 2022560158, started on 28.10.2022
on the basis of Article 185" paragraph (1) letter a) Criminal
Code during the criminal presecution on the fact: during
the years 2017-2022, unidentified persons, pursuing the
purpose of obtaining profit without the consent of the

Later, by the order of the acting chief prosecutor of the
Prosecutor’s Office for Combating Organized Crime and Spe-
cial Cases, Sergiu Russu, of 31.10.2022, the criminal case was
withdrawn from the Dl of the NIl of the GPI and forwarded for
the continuation of the criminal prosecution, according to the
material and territorial competence, to the Prosecutor’s Office
of the Chisinau municipality, which ordered on 28.12.2022 the
dismissal of the criminal case pursuant to Art. 275 paragraph
3) of the Criminal Procedure Code on the grounds that the
act does not contain the elements of a crime, the solution not
being subject to higher hierarchical control.

2) Criminal case No. 2022869043, started on 29.03.2022 on
the basis of Article 1852 paragraph (2) Criminal Code during
the criminal prosecution on the fact: during the searches
carried out at the residence of X.Y. “Marlboro” filter ciga-
rettes were found and seized in a total quantity of 6,500
packs, without excise stamps and documents of origin.

Currently, the criminal prosecution is carried out by the
criminal prosecution body of the Criminal Investigation
Directorate the Customs Service.

In the opinion of the specialized prosecutor’s office, the
existing problems in the investigation of these categories
of offences proved to be related to the “difficulty of calcu-
lating the damage caused by the offence’, this being esta-
blished by the victims through their representatives in the
form of lost income.

Thus, the Prosecutor’s Office of Chisinau municipality, Ras-
cani Office, ordered on 30.05.2022 the dismissal of criminal
cases No. 2019028016 and No. 2019028017, pursuant to
Article 275 paragraph 3) Criminal Procedure Code, initiat-
ed within the framework of the criminal prosecution on
21.02.2019 on the basis of Article 1852 paragraph (2) of the
Criminal Code, the solutions being maintained in the order
of higher hierarchical control and not being challenged, at
the time of drafting this report, in accordance with Article
313 of the Criminal Procedure Code.

Il. Segment of Representation of Accusation in
the Courts

According to the information presented by the Criminal-
Judicial Section of the Prosecutor General’s Office, in the
segment of representation of the accusation in the courts
when examining criminal cases on enforcement of intellec-
tual property rights and other related rights, it was found
that, during the year 2022, there were pending 4 criminal
cases, of which 3 cases - for the commission of the offense
provided for by Article 1852 of the Criminal Code and one
case - initiated on the basis of Article 2462 of the Criminal
Code, their examination, however, not being completed.

Prevederile Legii Concurentei nr. 183/2012 se aplica fapte-
lor actiuni sau inactiuni ce au ca obiect sau au ori pot avea
ca efect restrangerea, impiedicarea sau denaturarea con-
curentei, precum si actiunile de concurenta neloiala care
inglobeaza si domeniul proprietatii intelectuale.

Effective competition allows enterprises to compete
on an equal footing, putting pressure on them to con-
tinually strive to provide the best products at the best
possible prices to consumers. This, in turn, stimulates
innovation and long-term economic growth. Compe-
tition policy is, thus, an essential tool for creating a
free and dynamic market, promoting general econo-
mic welfare.

The provisions of the Competition Law No. 183/2012 ap-
plies to actions or inactions that have as their object or
have or may have the effect of restricting, preventing or
distorting competition, as well as unfair competition ac-
tions that also include the field of intellectual property.

Intellectual property is an essential attribute of the mar-
ket economy, the positive development of which is also
based on an appropriate competitive environment in
terms of state, structure and dynamics. In the same
sense, competition is one of the most important elements
that form the basis of the functioning of a modern eco-
nomy and ensure the development of market relations.

In the same context, we should mention that the intellec-
tual property objects have a function strongly outlined
in favor of the titular enterprises. These objects serve as
indicators of individualization of participants to market
economy and their activity. They are representative and
can serve as a guarantor of the allegiance of goods and
services to a certain enterprise, as well as a guarantor of
a certain level of quality. The competition between en-
terprises comes to fortify this system of individualization

Prin urmare, Consiliul Concurentei este autoritatea care
acorda sustinere intreprinderilor prejudiciate de actiunile
de concurenta neloiala in apararea drepturilor de proprie-
tate intelectuala.

and recognition of products in a certain market, respect-
ing the intellectual creation of each holder. The compe-
tition highlights the positive and negative aspects, and
each intellectual creation represents an eloquent crite-
rion in the sense of establishing or strengthening the
reputation of the titular enterprise.

Due to the effect of the existing competitive rivalry
in a certain market, there is a risk of causing damage
to these distinctive signs - intellectual property objects.
Unfair competitors, wanting a large clientele, respective-
ly a substantial profit, do not bother to “steal” from the
benefits of the prestige of a distinctive sign. The enter-
prise activating in a certain relevant market proposes
its goods and services under a special name, having a
legitimate interest in fully exploiting the reputation of
that name. In such situations, the holders of intellectual
property rights have a varied range of defense means at
their disposal. One of these is the defense of rights by
administrative means, namely by lodging a complaint
with the Competition Council.

Therefore, the Competition Council is the authority
that provides support to enterprises damaged by un-
fair competition actions in the defense of intellectual
property rights. Applying fines to guilty enterprises
and forcing them to take all measures to stop unfair
competition actions are the means by which the com-
petition authority ensures the protection of intellectual
property rights.

Thus, the phenomenon of competition and intellectual
property interact in a complex process of the market
economy, resulting in ensuring the equality of all sub-
jects and the unhindered exploitation of their own in-
tellectual creation. The entire activity of subjects in the
market economy is carried out under certain distinctive
signs (trademarks, service emblems, trade names, indus-
trial design). These distinctive signs represent intellec-
tual creations designed especially to individualize the

Competition and intellectual property are directed to-
wards the same goals: the welfare of the consumer and
the protection of the rights of enterprises. To this end, a
balance is needed to ensure sufficient rewards for the in-
novator to disclose his invention, while keeping the do-
mestic market open and competitive, offering the best
quality products at the lowest prices.

In 2022, 6 (six) complaints were lodged to the Compe-
tition Council from the holders of intellectual property
rights:

- 3 (three) complaints were lodged by national holders;

- 3 (three) complaints were lodged by foreign owners;

- All 6 (six) complaints were lodged by legal enti-
ties;

- 3 (complaints) were tacitly withdrawn, as a result of
being informed about the lack of reasonable grounds to

initiate the investigation;

- 1 (one) complaint was rejected by the Plenary Decision
of the Competition Council;

- 2 (two) complaints are under investigation.

Taking into account that the promotion of knowledge
on the national and international system of protec-
tion and enforcement of intellectual property rights
among specialists in the justice sector is a matter of

Due to
the format of the Conference, the participants had the
opportunity to learn about modern methods and prac-
tical experiences on the enforcement of IP rights at the
national, regional and international level.

COOPERATION WITH OTHER NATIONAL AND
INTERNATIONAL CORE ORGANIZATIONS,

The year 2022 was further marked by the COVID-19
pandemic, as well as Russia’s war against Ukraine,
many of the activities planned to be carried out with
the participation of internal and external partners
in the field of enforcement of intellectual property
rights being canceled or rescheduled. However, it
has been possible to maintain cooperation relations
with international and national core organizations
and organize events, especially in videoconferencing
format, which ensured the continuity of cooperation
programs and activities in the reference field.

Among the most important events that marked the
year 2022 can be mentioned the following:

Exchange of data with the authorities responsible
for the enforcement of IPRs. Preparation, editing
and dissemination of the National Report on the
Enforcement of IPRs for 2020

The report was prepared by the Observatory on
Enforcement of Intellectual Property Rights with
the information support of the public authorities
of the Republic of Moldova responsible for the en-
forcement of intellectual property rights, namely:
Customs Service, Ministry of Internal Affairs, Agen-
cy for Consumer Protection and Market Surveil-



Consumatorului, Agentia de Administrare a Instantelor
Judecatoresti, Procuratura Generala si Consiliul Concurentei.

Raportul contine date statistice si analitice relevante privind
activitatea organelor de drept in lupta impotriva incalcari-
lor drepturilor de proprietate intelectuald, dar si informatii
privind evolutiile legislative si institutionale in domeniul vi-
zat. De asemenea, publicatia reflectd cele mai importante
actiuni intreprinse de catre autoritdtile publice din Repub-
lica Moldova pe parcursul anului 2021 in vederea sporirii
gradului de constientizare publica cu privire la riscurile pe
care le comporta fenomenele de contrafacere si piraterie.

The
publication also reflects the most important actions
taken by the public authorities of the Republic of
Moldova during 2021 in order to raise public aware-
ness of the risks of counterfeiting and piracy.

The protection and enforcement of intellectual pro-
perty rights is an essential parameter of progress in
the field of research, innovation and employment.
This National Report is developed to ensure the conti-
nuity of the collection and systematization of data on
IPR enforcement, and also to encourage the commu-
nity to become our partners in the fight against piracy
and counterfeiting.

In the context of the of the cooperation relations

Brosura anuald comund prezinta rezultatele anuale
pentru asigurarea respectarii DPI de catre agentiile UE
in aplicare la frontiera UE si, respectiv, pe piata interna
a Uniunii Europene.

Publication of the Report“EU Enforcement of Intel-
lectual Property Rights: Results at the EU Border
and in the EU Internal Market in 2021”

The European Commission’s Directorate-General for
Taxation and Customs Union and the European Union
Intellectual Property Office (EUIPO) published on 16
December 2022 the joint report “EU Enforcement of
Intellectual Property Rights: Results at the EU Border
and in the EU Internal Market in 2021".

The joint annual brochure shows the annual results
for enforcement of IPR by EU enforcers at the EU bor-
der and in the EU internal market respectively. This
edition of the report includes a comparison between
estimates of IPR infringing goods and detention of
the same goods at the EU border. While estimates
and data on detentions have been collected for many
years in separate reports, this edition includes for the
first time such information from the two institutions
in a joint report.

The document aims to provide useful information to
support the analysis of IPR infringement in the EU and
the development of appropriate countermeasures by

in UE, in ansamblu, numarul de articole retinute in 2021
a crescut cu aproape 31% fata de 2020, dar a avut o va-
loare de peste 1,9 miliarde EUR — putin mai mica decat in
2020.

responsible law-enforcement authorities, as the figu-
res allow a better understanding of the scope and sca-
le of the problem. On a larger scale, it should provide
EU decision-makers with data for the development of
evidence-based priorities and policies.

Thus, according to the figures provided by police,
customs and market surveillance authorities in 2021,
the number and value of goods infringing intellectu-
al property rights (IPRs) detained at the EU border by
customs authorities were higher than in 2020. Whi-
le their value increased by only 4% compared to the
previous year, the number of items detained at the EU
border in 2021 increased by 56%.

In terms of domestic detentions, in 2021 the police
and market surveillance authorities stopped more
counterfeit goods than in 2020 (an increase of more
than 16 %). However, the value of these goods de-
creased due to the higher percentage of items detai-
ned belonging to cheaper product categories.

In the EU as a whole, the number of items detained in
2021 increased by almost 31% compared to 2020, but
amounted to over EUR 1.9 billion - slightly lower than
in 2020. Packaging materials were the main subcatego-
ry identified, in terms of the number of items detained,
followed by cigarettes and labels, tags and stickers. In
terms of estimated value, clothing was at the top, fol-
lowed by watches and audio/video apparatus.

As in previous years, China remains the main country
of origin for the majority of counterfeit goods arriv-
ing in the EU in 2021, followed by Turkey (of which
the most detained category was clothing) and Hong
Kong (of which the most detained category was labels
and stickers). In 2021, which was the second year of
the COVID-19 pandemic, postal, express courier and
air transport remained the most important means of
transport in terms of the number of recorded cases.

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In the same way, during the reference period, the
cooperation relations with the International Tra-
demark Association were consolidated, with AGEPI
representatives participating in the 144th INTA Annu-
al Meeting, held in the period April-May 2022.

AGEPI, in partnership with the U.S. Department of
Justice’s Office of Prosecutorial Development, As-
sistance and Training, organized on May 6, 2022, a
roundtable with the main title “Intellectual Pro-
perty Rights in Moldova: Civil and Criminal Per-
spectives”,

During the roundtable, the major challenges of the
intellectual property rights enforcement system were
discussed, including the accessibility of manufacture,
distribution and sale of counterfeit products. Aspects
on the harmonization of the current normative frame-
work of the Republic of Moldova with international
policies in the field of enforcement of intellectual pro-
perty rights were also discussed.

The event was attended by prosecutors, lawyers and
specialists in the field of IP, who presented case study
communications focused on the criminal and civil as-
pects of enforcement of intellectual property rights,
and pertinent points of view on the current and far-
reaching challenges in this field.

The State Agency on Intellectual Property (AGEPI), in
partnership with the Anti-Counterfeiting Association
REACT from Romania, organized on September 30, 2022,
the training seminar in the field of protection of in-
tellectual property rights and anti-counterfeiting.
The representatives of the General Police Inspectorate of
the Ministry of Internal Affairs, the Customs Service, the
Prosecutor General’s Office and the State Inspectorate
for Supervision of Non-Food Products and the Consumer
Protection participated in the seminar.

The aim of the seminar was to provide practical infor-
mation from rightholders to identify counterfeit or
suspected counterfeit products and solutions to re-
duce this phenomenon.

The participants initiated an active dialogue on the ac-
cess routes of counterfeit goods, the ways of recogniz-
ing these products, the specifics of the marketing of
large companies and the measures to counteract the
phenomenon of counterfeiting. They had the opportu-
nity to familiarize themselves with the specific identi-
fication details of the original products of well-known
companies such as PUMA, FILA Luxemburg Sarl, OPEL,
ADIDAS, HERMES International, CHANEL, SKODA AUTO,
HUGO BOSS, DIAGEO and BOTTEGA VENETA.

In order to consolidate knowledge in the field of in-
tellectual property (IP) among the representatives
of the justice sector of the Republic of Moldova, as
well as to exchange experiences and best practices
in the field of enforcement of intellectual property
rights (IPRs), the Workshop on Intellectual Pro-
perty for Judges was held on 24-25 October 2022,
an event organized by the Commercial Law Develo-
pment Program of the U.S. Department of Com-
merce (CLDP), in partnership with the State Agency
on Intellectual Property (AGEPI) and the National
Institute of Justice (NIJ).

During the workshop, the experts shared their knowl-
edge on topics related to the current situation in the
field of IPRs in the Republic of Moldova, the current
trends in our country and the USA regarding the adjudi-
cation of IP causes, the evaluation of intellectual proper-
ty, the recent developments in the legislation of copyri-
ght and related rights of the Republic of Moldova, etc.

The IP rights protection regime was discussed during
the 9th Meeting of the Republic of Moldova - Euro-
pean Union Association Committee in Trade Confi-
guration, held on November 29, 2022, in Brussels,
Belgium.

The most important progress and challenges in the im-
plementation of the DCFTA component of the Associa-
tion Agreement between the Republic of Moldova and
the European Union were addressed during the annual
meetings of the Association Committee in Trade Con-
figuration. The 2022 session included topics aimed at
the main achievements in the implementation of the
commitments arising from the Association Agreement
on the dimension of foreign trade, public procurement,
quality infrastructure, intellectual property, energy as-
pects, trade in services, as well as competition.

Regarding the field of intellectual property, the re-
presentatives of the European Commission infor-
med the authorities in Chisinau that, as a result of
consultations carried out by the Commission with
interest-ed subjects from the European Union, the
intellectual property rights protection regime of the
Republic of Moldova was appreciated at a fairly high
level, this being in accordance with that in the Uni-
on. Among the areas that were mentioned as still re-
quiring reform, the Brussels partners mentioned the
system of collective management of copyright and
related rights, an area valued as a sensitive one in
many European states, especially in the context of
the adoption of a new law on copyright and related
rights. In this vein, the European delegation showed
its full willingness to continue supporting AGEPI's
efforts to strengthen the management system. The
AGEPI representative present at the meeting re-
viewed the most important developments in the fi-
eld of intellectual property at the legislative and in-
stitutional level recorded since the last meeting and
informed the European partners about the Agency’s

The WTO Notification and Information Center on
Trade-Related Aspects of Intellectual Property Rights
(TRIPs Center), established within AGEPI, carries out
its activity in accordance with the provisions of the
Regulations on the Functioning of Notification and
Information Centers of the World Trade Organization,
approved by GD 560/2012.

The TRIPs Center has the following tasks:

« presents the laws and regulations, as well as the fi-
nal judicial and administrative decisions of general
application, with enforceable character, pertain-
ing to the subject matter of the Agreement on
Trade-Related Aspects of Intellectual Property
Rights (Art. 63(1) and (2) of TRIPs);

« notifies the exceptions to the most-favored-na-
tion treatment clause, if any or will be introduced
in the future (Art. 4(d) of TRIPs);

« notifies the measures indicated by the interna-
tional conventions in the field of intellectual proper-
ty incorporated by reference in the TRIPs Agreement;

« sends other notifications and information resulting
from WTO obligations relevant to the TRIPs domain.



Tn anul 2022, Centrul TRIPs a obtinut acces la sistemul
electronic de notificare e-TRIPs, care este un instru-
ment online optional pentru transmiterea notificarilor,
a materialelor de revizuire si a rapoartelor.

In 2022, the TRIPs Center gained access to the e-TRIPs
electronic notification system, which is an optional
online tool for submission of notifications, review
materials and reports. Notifications include docu-
ments such as recently adopted laws relevant to
TRIPs, review materials include responses to ques-
tionnaires established by the TRIPs Council, and
reports include regular reports submitted by some
members and some international intergovernmental
organizations on technical assistance and measures
for technology transfer.

In this sense, AGEPI representatives participated, on
May 11, 2022, in an online training organized by the
WTO Secretariat.

Similarly, on July 20-22, 2022, AGEPI representatives
participated in the meeting of the Trade Policy Re-
view Body within the General Council of the World
Trade Organization (WTO), which took place in Ge-
neva, Switzerland.

During the meeting, the report on the evolutions of
the intellectual property system for the period 2015-
2021 was presented, including statistical and analyti-
cal data on the protection and enforcement of intel-
lectual property rights.

The review of trade policies and practices applies pe-
riodically to all WTO members. The Republic of Mol-
dova goes through this exercise once every 7 years,
with the first evaluation taking place in 2015.

During the year under review, the following norma-
tive acts in the field of intellectual property were
adopted:

v' Government Decision No. 8/2022 on the Mode
and Conditions for Granting Permission to Use the

Official or Historical Name of the State in the Trade-
mark/Industrial Design, developed for the purpose
of effectively regulating the mechanism for granting
permission to use the official or historical name of
the State in trademarks and industrial designs, as
well as in order to effectively monitor the use of the
official or historical name of the State in the said in-
tellectual property objects.

v Law No. 230/2022 on Copyright and Related
Rights, developed in order to harmonize the provi-
sions of the legislation in this field with the regula-
tions of the relevant community acquis and to offer a
high degree of protection to authors and holders of
copyright and related rights.

Also, the Draft Law on Amending Certain Normative
Acts (Improving the Mechanism for Issuing Compulsory
Licenses) was initiated, throught the drafting of this
act being pursued adjustment of the procedures for
examination of patent applications filed with AGEPI
and issuance of patents, by perfecting the national
mechanism for granting compulsory licenses for the
use of patent-protected inventions, especially in
cases of public interest, as well as in order to ensure
the effective implementation of the TRIPs Agreement
flexibilities, provided by the Protocol Amending the
TRIPs Agreement, concluded in Geneva on 6 Decem-
ber 2005, and accepted by the Republic of Moldova
through Law No. 206/2012.
