The European Union has launched a new Twinning Project on strengthening the institutional capacity of the Parliament of the Republic of Moldova
The Delegation of the European Union to the Republic of Moldova, the Parliament of the Republic of Moldova, the Chamber of Deputies of the Parliament of the Czech Republic, the Hungarian National Assembly and the National Council of the Slovak Republic have launched the Twinning Project “Strengthening the capacities of the Parliament of Moldova for EU approximation process”. 
The ceremony of the official beginning of the Twinning Project took place on the 16th of October 2017 in the Hall of Europe of the Parliament of the Republic of Moldova. The participants were addressed by the Speaker of the Parliament of the Republic of Moldova, Mr Andrian Candu; the Ambassador of the European Union to the Republic of Moldova, H. E. Peter Michalko; the Vice-Speaker of the Hungarian National Assembly, Mr Csaba Hende; the Chairman of the European Affairs Committee of the National Council of the Slovak Republic, Mr Ľuboš Blaha; and the Ambassador of the Czech Republic to the Republic of Moldova, H. E. Zdeněk Krejčí.   

The project is funded by the European Union, with a budget of 1.5 million EUR, and will be implemented in partnership with the Chamber of Deputies of the Parliament of the Czech Republic, the Hungarian National Assembly and the National Council of the Slovak Republic over the course of two years. 

The objective of the project is to facilitate the implementation of the Association Agreement between the European Union and the Republic of Moldova. The project’s mission is to assist with optimizing the roles and responsibilities of the Parliament of the Republic of Moldova, its working bodies and respective administrative structures to ensure a solid institutional framework for efficient performance of the legislative obligations, especially the EU legal approximation tasks as a prerequisite for the implementation of the Association Agreement. In addition, the project will help with improving information exchange between the Parliament of the Republic of Moldova and the Government of the Republic of Moldova linked with EU approximation process. Special focus will be put also on various types of capacity building activities, both at basic and advanced levels.     

In total 60 experts from the Czech Republic, Slovakia and Hungary, but also from Poland, Latvia, France and Belgium will implement more than 65 different activities in 4 components aiming at different goals: assessments, evaluations, roundtables, guidelines, recommendations, white paper, study, roadmap, various forms of capacity building activities (seminars, workshops, peer reviews, training of trainers, etc.) and study visits to EU Member States.
